Registration will take place in the
Commons. Enter through the Foyer doors labeled “Entrance Only,” and follow the directional signs to the Commons.
The first station will be Residency Verification and Schedule distribution. We also ask that each student and/or
guardian complete the Enrollment Data Verification Form that will be given to you at the same time as your schedule.
This form is one final check to make sure all information in our student management system is correct and up-to-date.
All other stations will be clearly marked. Please note the information below for the days and times your class is
scheduled.
